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Provide quiet place to read and study.

Arrange a place for your child’s things.

Review your child’s school work with them.

Encourage your child to do their best.

Notice your child’s work habits.

Talk to your child about what happened at school.

Show your child that you are interested.

Confer with the teacher regularly.

Allow your child to make some choices.

Notice your child’s ability to see and hear.

Have a positive attitude about your child’s school.

Expect your child to work, but avoid undue pressure.

Learn about school policies.

Praise your child for work well done.
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
